Verbatim Examples
ProVision Transcriptions offers a variety of options in which to transcribe your recording.

True Verbatim
True verbatim provides exact transcription of what is said and heard on the recording including coughs, interruptions, false starts, and is indicated via punctuation. 
Example:

Interviewee 2: [Hiccup] It could be considered…no, wait. I mean, um…what I mean to say is this; [cough]…I dunno how to put it. The experience…um…it’s like the most amaz…well, y’know what I mean! [Light laughter].
Intelligent Verbatim
The transcriber of intelligent verbatim removes the elements that provide no apparent use to the recording, although decides when what is being heard is of use to include.
Example: 

Interviewee 2: It could be considered…no, wait. I mean, um…what I mean to say is this; I don’t know how to put it. The experience…it’s like the most amazing…well, you know what I mean!
Commercial Verbatim
The most popular choice of verbatim is commercial. The transcriber takes account of only what the recording has intended to say, without the inclusion of hesitations and non-verbal communication for a concise and easily legible transcript.
Example:

Interviewee 2: It could be considered; what I mean to say is this; I don’t know how to put it. It is like the most amazing experience. You know what I mean. 
Discourse Analysis
The transcriber of a discourse analysis recording will include everything audible within the script, including indicating the tone, pitch, length of interruptions or pauses, or any emotional value alongside all hesitations and non-verbal communication. 
Example: 

Interviewee 2: [Hiccup] It could be considered(…)no, wait. I mean, um(…)what I mean to say is this; [cough](…….…)I dunno how to put it. The experience (…) um (…) it’s like the most amaz-…well, y’know what I mean! [Light laughter for 12 seconds].
